BOOTHS: All booths, as shown on the floor plan, are 10" x 10" or 10" x 20'; park trailer space is

20' x 50’ To maintain uniformity and prevent the obstruction of view of adjoining booths, displays
must not be higher than 8’ in back of the booths and 3' along dividers and aisles. Curved display
backdrops, when set up, cannot obstruct adjacent booths line of sight from the aisle. No walls,
partitions, decorations or other obstructions may be erected which may interfere with the view of any
other exhibitor. The back three feet of rented space may be occupied from the floor up to eight feet
in height; the front seven feet of the rented space may be occupied from the floor up to 36" only.
Peninsula booths, with back wall facing the side of another exhibit must not be higher than 36" nor
closer than five feet from any aisle. All fixtures over 3" in height and placed within 10 linear feet of a
neighboring exhibit must be confined to the area within five feet of the center line of the booth (from
the side rails and/or back drape) to avoid blocking the sight line from the aisle to the adjoining booth.
Prior approval may be provided for any special requests if consensus reached with neighboring
booths.

Assignment of Space: Assignment of space will be on a first-come, first-serve basis. Every effort
will be made to accommodate request for booth assignments. ARVC reserves the right to make such
changes to the floor plan of booths as may be deemed necessary. In the event that a change in booth
assignment becomes necessary due to floor plan modification, ARVC shall give the affected exhibitor
prior notice and then work with the exhibitor to locate a booth reassignment that is agreeable to the
exhibitor.

Exhibit Fees and Payment of Space: Applications will NOT be processed or space assigned
without the required payments and signatures. All applications must accompany full payment.

ARVC Exhibitors should make checks payable to: ARVC or The National Association of RV Parks &
Campgrounds and mailed to: 455 Tenderfoot Dr., Larkspur, CO 80118. Receipt of payment does not
obligate ARVC to accept a contract as binding. ARVC retains the option of returning funds.

USE OF SPACE: All demonstrations or other sales activities must be confined to the limits of the
exhibit booth.

Selection of Exhibitors: Only firms and organizations whose services and products are
appropriately related to the purpose of ARVC shall be permitted to exhibit. ARVC reserves the right
to decline or prohibit any exhibit which in its sole judgement is inappropriate, this reservation being all
inclusive as to person, things, printed matter, products, and conduct.

Cancellation: ARVC cancellations of exhibit space must be directed in writing to: ARVC, 455
Tenderfoot Dr., Larkspur, CO 80118. Refunds, less an administrative fee of 20%, can be made until
September 30, 2010. After September 30, no refunds will be given. All cancellations must be made
in writing to ARVC.

Failure To Occupy Space: Space not occupied by the close of the exhibit move-in period as
specified in these rules and regulations will be forfeited by the exhibitors. This space may be resold,
reassigned or used by the Expo Manager.

Show Cancellation: If the Convention & Expo is canceled due to circumstances beyond the control
of ARVC, ARVC will not be held liable for any expenses incurred by the exhibitor beyond the rental
cost of the booth space.

FLAME PROOFING AND SAFETY REGULATIONS: Exhibitors will be held responsible for any
damage done to the building by them or their employees. No nails, tacks, staples, tape or screws
shall be driven into or attached on to the walls or floor of the building. The use of flammable materials
is prohibited. No paper decoration may be used. All decorative fabrics must be flame proofed

in accordance with convention city fire regulations. Exhibitors must accept full responsibility for
compliance with national, state and city safety regulations in all respects.

AUDIO DEVICES: No sound-making equipment of any kind may be set up or used in exhibit booths
without prior approval. Sound pressure level must be less than 75db peak at “C” weighted scale,

as measured on Scott lab (or equivalent equipment) type sound level meter (slow meter position).
Speakers must face in the center of the booth. Sound equipment can be operated only during actual
expo hours.

RESTRICTIONS IN OPERATION OF EXHIBITS: ARVC reserves the right to restrict exhibits
which, because of noise, methods of operation, materials, or any reason, become objectionable,

and also to prohibit or evict any exhibit which in the opinion of ARVC may detract from the general
character of the Expo as a whole. This reservation includes persons, things, conduct, printed matter,
or anything of a character which ARVC determines is objectionable to the Expo. In the event of such
restrictions or eviction, ARVC is NOT liable for any refunds of rentals or other exhibit expenses. Food
or beverage will not be allowed on the Expo hall premises unless purchased through the Orange
County Convention Center or as an approved exhibit by the legal manufacturer and/or distributor.
Excessive heat, light or pollution emanating from an exhibit will be restricted.

COPYRIGHT MUSIC/VIDEO INDEMNIFICATION: The Exhibitor agrees to indemnify, defend
and hold harmless ARVC from and against any and all demands, claims, suits, cause or causes of
action, whether at law or in equity costs, for expenses and attorneys’ fees and any liability to ARVC
arising from Exhibitors’ use of copyrighted music or videos during show hours. Any use of music or
motion picture videos in exhibits must be licensed by the appropriate authorities.

SECURITY: Neither ARVC nor the Rio All-Suite Hotel & Casino shall be in any way liable or
responsible for any loss or disappearances, of any object, item, good or materials of any kind, from
Exhibitor's booth or from the Exhibit Hall. ARVC and the Rio All-Suite Hotel & Casino provide certain
security services as a convenience to Exhibitor's but the responsibility for the security and safety of
an Exhibitor's area, product and property rests solely with the exhibitor.

LIABILITY, HOLD HARMLESS AND INDEMNIFICATION: Exhibitor expressly agrees not to hold
liable or accountable the following groups and individuals for any claims, losses, damages, death,
injuries and/or liability whatsoever which may be sustained or incurred by any person in the trade
show area: ARVC, their agents, officers and staff; The Official Expo Services Contractor, its agents,
officers and staff; the Rio All-Suite Hotel & Casino, Las Vegas, Nevada, its agents, officers and
employees. Exhibitor assumes the entire liability for losses, damages and claims arising out of injury
or damage to exhibitor's staff, displays, equipment and other property brought upon the premises

of the Rio All-Suite Hotel & Casino, Las Vegas, Nevada and shall indemnify and hold harmless the
above mentioned groups and individuals from any and all losses, damages and claims.

IN GENERAL: The aforementioned regulations contained in the “Terms of Agreement” are a part

of the contract between the Exhibitor & ARVC. ARVC respectfully asks the full cooperation of the
exhibitors in their observance. All points not covered are subject to the decision of ARVC. ARVC
reserves the right to make any changes necessary for the best interest of the trade show. These
rules are intended to be clear and complete. However, should any disagreement or controversy
arise concerning the interpretation of these rules and regulations, then it is expressly agreed that the
interpretation or the decision of ARVC will be binding on all parties concerned or otherwise involved.
If any provisions hereof are held invalid by a court of law, all other provisions shall remain in full force
and effect.

CERTIFICATE OF INSURANCE: No later than 30 days prior to the show, exhibitors should
provide to the respective parties’ office a certificate of Insurance evidencing $1 million of general
liability insurance and The Association as an additional insured. The Association is not responsible
for exhibitor personal property or property on display during the exposition loading area without a
General Service Contractor representative present.

UNION RULES & REGULATIONS: To help assist you with your planning, below is a brief overview
of the union rules. These rules will be explained in full detail in the general contractor manual, InSites
Official Expo Services Contractor.

MATERIAL HANDLING: Union personnel have jurisdiction over all material handling in the dock/
unloading area. They will unload all trucks, move all equipment to the booth and then reload all
equipment at the close of the show. It is the General Service Contractor's responsibility to manage
the docks for a smooth and efficient move in/move out, therefore exhibitors will not be permitted
access to the dock/loading area without a General Service Contractor representative present.

EARLY BREAKDOWN: Exhibitors that choose to breakdown their booth before the official close of
the expo will be subject to a fine of $500 unless discussed in advance.
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Parking at the Rio is FREE! Exhibitors may use loading

dock or side entrance to set up/tear down. Refer to
Confirmation Kit for map of these areas.
